Golf season is in full swing and already our members are setting records.  Congratulations to all the members who set milestones with their hole-in-ones last month.  Wow!  Two hole in ones on consecutive par 3’s and a world record holder who got his first hole-in-one on a par 3.  That’s pretty amazing.  Congratulations all.

Randy Koster, who is moving away, wanted to publish the following article in the newsletter to reflect on his years at Dogwood.  

“ Things Change “

They say there are a couple of things you can count on in life,  DEATH  -  TAXES and “ Things Change”.  I have been a member at Dogwood Golf & Country Club now for (13) years, but we are moving to Acworth in the near future.  I wanted to say farewell to all the long-time friends / golf associates and also speak about Dogwood a bit.  Most likely the “newer” members don’t know that our son BRAD died of a very rare form of cancer – July 20, 2001.  In the midst of our son’s (5) month struggle of fighting cancer, one very positive thing happened.  Dogwood put together a very remarkable Golf Tournament to help support our family.  The idea stemmed from Lorraine Poole to several members and immediately Dogwood owners agreed.  Management and friends formed a committee of (14) and the fundraiser tournament was created within a short four weeks period.

On June 2, 2001 (a Saturday), Dogwood donated the course for the day and held a separate tournament in the morning and another one in the afternoon, with an auction in between. The idea was to help raise funds to support BRAD as he fought for his life while seeking treatment at Memorial Sloan Kettering Cancer Center in Manhattan, N.Y.  The participation was (120) Golfers at each session and I understand they had to turn away (due to lack of space) another 100+ want a be participants.   The community also supported Dogwood’s efforts by newspaper articles / radio announcements and many donations, all because of Dogwood’s support for one of their own.  This event had such a tremendous positive effect on BRAD and lifted his spirits / morale and helped us as we traveled and stayed in N.Y.  Some of the proceeds were given to the Ronald McDonald House and MSKCC.  In the Clubhouse grill is a white notebook that includes pictures and tells the story of what happened.  In addition, friends planted a tree in BRAD’s honor and Dogwood placed a marker at the foot of the tree between the 1st green and 2nd tee box.  Also, a fellow member made a plaque, which hangs in the hallway speaking about our son.

Over the years, people would ask me what course do I belong to; I have always proudly said we belong to a little “country” Country Club called Dogwood.   I would go on to say, even though they have a small clubhouse, the course is deceptively challenging and more importantly what exist there is an extremely warm atmosphere.  We are very proud of Dogwood and it’s members and I think this is a good example that bigger is not always better.  I believe Dogwood’s efforts and our son’s strength has helped many people to stop and think about appreciation of life and one another, more than can be expressed.  BRAD learned to play golf here and Dogwood provided us a forum for quality time together.  It’s been a place I used to help teach our son the rules of life, integrity of the game and I firmly believe this helped him develop his fine qualities and good character.

We all pay our TAXES, life has forced Elaine & I to deal with DEATH in a way we certainly hope others never have to.   We will be eternally grateful and appreciative to Dogwood for their compassion and will treasure the friendships made and comradery shared with fellow golf associates.   I will miss Dogwood and will remember the good times after a round of golf, being on the back porch (19th hole) with the nice breeze, as we try to figure out why we didn’t shoot par.
